+ Show children the poem templates and begin modelling one together.

<+ Children work independently or in groups to complete the poems.

%+ Top Challenge: Create a picture to go with it.

<+ Bring the children back together and get them to go around to read each

other's poems.

+ Ask children to say something they like about another child’s work.
